“You are going to have trou-

ble in life, but you don’t have
to go through it alone,” Roever
said as he stood with disfigur-
ing scars on his face, and con-
fidence in his voice, and
shared his story with those in
attendance.

The scars, he said, are the
result of an injury he suffered
in 1969 while serving in
Vietnam as a boat gunner. He
said as he was attempting to
throw a white phosphorus
grenade, a sniper shot him
through the hand, and the
grenade exploded next to his

face. That moment, Roever

said, and following events
helped him realize his
strength in faith and the
power of compassionate
support.

Roever told of his mirac-
ulous survival and a sig-
nificant act while he was
being treated for those
injuries at the hospital.
He said the nature of his
injuries made it unbear-
ably painful to be trans-
ported on a gurney, and
he resisted being put on it;
however a giant of a man,
called “Rosie,” stepped
into his midst, and rather
than force him onto the
gurney, lifted him and
walked him down the cor-
ridor and placed him in
the water, continuously
telling Roever, not to
worry, and that it would
be OK.

The doctors slowly removed
the burnt skin from his body;,
Roever said, and during the
painful process, he noticed
Rosie was tearfully praying for
him. Afterward, Rosie carried
him back to his room, again
reminding him not to worry,
and he would be OK. Roever
said Rosie didn’t have to take
those extra steps, but with
those compassionate acts,
helped him recover physically,
emotionally and spiritually.

After Roever left the hospi-
tal, he inquired after Rosie,
and was told Rosie arrived
when Roever did, and left
when he did too. No one
knowing, where he came from,
or where he went to. Roever

said he’s asked at various loca-
tions if anyone knew ofa man
fitting that description, with-
outluck. Roever doesn’t know
if he was a man or heaven-
sent. But he does know that
those acts of kindness and
support helped elevate him to
realize that everything was
indeed all right, and that he
didn’t have to worry.

Rather than being bitter
about his injuries, Roever
found strength in his faith. He
said when he couldn't carry
himself, Rosie and the Lord
helped.

“You can get hurt in life,
but the question you have to
ask yourself is, 'what you are
going to do about it?"”

For us, we just choose
the age-appropriate book for the child
at the well child visit. The best part is

noted that Red Cross Volunteers read
to children in the waiting room, too
encourage both children and parents
to read out loud.

“It’s a great reminder to encourage
reading at home,” he said. “Studies
show that reading out loud to children
is one of the best things parents can
do to develop a child’s language skills,
develop a love for reading — which
translates to future education skills —
and deepen the relationship between
parent and child. Overall, we're very
excited about (Reach Out and Read)...
we expect it to help the next genera-
tion develop better literacy skills.”

FlyLady visits Fort Stewart, helps keep homes organized

“Think back to when you were nine
years old . . . what did you want to be
when you grew up?” Responses from
the audience included teacher, artist,
cop, movie star, and surgeon. Not one
person said “home organizer.”

Marla Cilley, also known as the
FlyLady, posed the question to the
crowd who gathered at Club Stewart,

April 8, to hear Cilley’s presentation on
how to reduce clutter and disorganiza-
tion in their homes and lives. As Cilley
took the stage, she introduced herself
as a formerly-depressed housewife
whose own life had been in chaos.
Cilley’s mentoring program now helps
nearly half a million people around the
world to FLY — an acronym that Cilley
uses for “finally loving yourself.”
Audience participation was plentiful
as the predominantly-female partici-

pants shared issues that have become
overwhelming sources of guilt or frus-
tration: closets filled with clothes and
shoes that haven't been worn, chil-
dren’s toys taking over the playroom,
storage areas filled with boxes still
unpacked from a previous move, clut-
tered tabletops piled with paperwork,
bills and magazines.

“Your home did not get dirty in a
day, and it is not going to get clean
overnight,” said Cilley.

Everyone in the audience received a
free copy of Cilley’s book, “Sink
Reflections,” and the author personally
signed books and chatted with partici-
pants at the end of her presentation.

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AE Despite great acting, movie leaves some 'Doubt’

At 105 minutes, the 2008 drama,
"Doubt" is a lesson in purposeful,
successful filmmaking. The actors
are spot on. The story is engrossing
The cinematography and atmo-
sphere are winning. It is no wonder
the film earned five Academy Award
nominations for Best Actress (Meryl
Streep), Best Supporting Actor (Philip
Seymour Hoffman), Best Supporting
Actress (AmyAdams), BestSupporting
Actress (Viola Davis), and Best
Adapted Screenplay (John Patrick
Shanley). It didn't win any, however,
and I might know why.

"Doubt" engulfs the viewer with a
picture of the 1960's era Catholic
Church in the Bronx. It is an unchar-
acteristically windy season. Weather
aside, President Kennedy has been
assassinated and the church school
has accepted its first African
American student. Furthermore,
head priest, Father Flynn (Hoffman),
has delivered an unusual sermon
about doubt and its unifying effect.
This deepens a suspicion school
principal and head nun, Sister
Aloysius (Streep), has of Father Flynn.
Because of this, Sister Aloysius com-
mands the other sisters to watch the

man carefully.

Sister James
(Adams), based on
a real teacher from
the life of writer
John Patrick
Shanley, is an
uncommonly opti-
mistic and idealis-
tic Sister of Charity.
Whereas Sister
Aloysius is gritty,
wise, and frighten-
ing, Sister James is
lilting, feeling, and
kind. She is the last
person one would
expect to catch Father Flynn in
wrongdoing. When she does, it is
with doubt that everyone must now
contend. Is Father Flynn capable of
having an improper relationship with
the school's only black pupil?

The real Sister James was reunited
with her now famous pupil and was
able to serve as technical advisor for
the film. This gives audiences a gen-
uine feel for the day to day lives of
the Sisters of Charity. Upon watching
the special features, I felt a chill as
Sister James explained the origin of
the habit. The original Sister of
Charity, it seems, was a widow. She
daily re-wore the only garments she

owned, her mourn-
ing garb, and the
other sisters mim-

icked her.

The detailed
glimpse into the
Sisters' lives, the

well-acted and con-
structed nature of
the film, and the
powerful, universal
subject matter make
"Doubt" a well-
rounded success.
One can't help but
notice, however,
that some things
that should be grandiose feel a little
forced. The ending crescendo of
emotion spouting from the dragon-
like Sister Aloysius, in particular, is
not completely believable coming
from such a savvy and powerful
woman.

Shanley's lifetime of playwriting
experience almost injures how genu-
ine and how raw the film is capable
of becoming. Shanley asks the viewer
to have doubts that many won't like-
ly have. Some may not understand
his intentions with his ending at all.

Still, Viola Davis's singular scene
of a mother being confronted with
the a horrendous situation catapults

this film into the upper eschelon of
well-acted films. The rest of the cast
certainly doesn't hurt either. When
you watch "Doubt," be sure to follow
closely the way the camera follows
Streep along at the beginning, teas-
ingly, before ever revealing our first
glimpse of her face. Listen to her
amazing accent, watch her body ges-
tures. Consider her choices.

The woman may be the best actor
alive.
